 USE A BRITA OR PUR WATER FILTER:   We all try save money and this is a good way that I have found to help 

with my hard water problem.  I have been keeping store bought bottled water on hand in my refrigerator to drink.  I now 

have a Brita water pitcher in my refrigerator and I use it to help me save money.  The charcoal filter contained in the Brita 

dispenser will remove the hard water taste and purify the water it contains, effectively cleaning the water.  I can now wash 

my used store bought water bottles and refill them with the Brita water and place them back in the refrigerator to keep on 

hand.  By doing so, I am now saving money!  The cost of the filters is minimal as they come in a box of 3 for under $15.00 

on sale and each filter lasts several months, depending on how much water is run through it.   

CAR CARE TIPS:   Always begin by thoroughly rinsing your car before washing to get rid of any loose dirt.  Be sure to 

use a òcar washingó detergent, as house hold products can be harsh and scratch the finish..  Always use clean cloths and rags 

to protect your carõs finish.  Most city water has chlorine in it and it is always best to hand dry after washing to protect the 

paint and provide a shiny look.  A òShammyó cloth is the best way to go.  A òShammyó is a highly absorbent cotton cloth 

used to remove water from cars.  A baking soda and water paste will help clean/polish your headlights, enamel and chrome.  

Use clean rag and rub the paste on the desired area, rinse well.  You can use crumpled up aluminum foil to scrub the rusted 

spots on your chrome.  If your car has a scratch, use a crayon with a close color match to your carõs paint color and rub the 

wax into the scratch, blending in the color with your fingertips.  
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Jeanneôs Helpful Hints & Recipes 

MY CHICKEN SALAD RECIPE  

INGREDIENTS : 

2 baked Chicken Breasts, skin on and with bones                         

2 hard boiled eggs / 1/2 to 1 stalk of chopped Celery              

1/2 tsp. Minced Onion, hydrated with 1 Tbsp. warm water       

2 Tbsp. to 1/4 cup Sugar or Splenda to taste                               

1 Tbsp. Sweet Pickle Relish, to taste                                          

1-2 tsp. Yellow Mustard, to taste / Salt & Pepper to taste           

1 1/2 to 2 cups of Miracle Whip or Mayo  

DIRECTIONS :   

Bake the Chicken Breasts at 350 degrees 

for  35 to 40 minutes, until the juices run 

clear and the chicken is browned.  Rub the 

Chicken with Vegetable or Olive Oil, front 

and back.  Sprinkle with Salt & Pepper.  

When cool, remove the skin and all the bones.  Dice the 

breasts into bite sized pieces.  Put in a large mixing bowl and 

set aside.  Meanwhile, (while the chicken breasts are baking) 

hard boil 2 Eggs for 15 minutes and let set for 15 minutes.  

Rinse Eggs under cold water and then let them sit in the cold 

water to cool them down, then peel and dice.  Minced Onion, I 

found myself without onion this day and just used a small bowl 

to hydrate my onion so I could use it, drain water.  Be careful 

of the amount because it can have a strong taste.  You can use 

a fresh onion, chopped rather small, if you like.  Place all of the 

above ingredients in the mixing bowl with the Chicken and mix 

well.  Allow to chill for at least 2 hours.  Serve on buns or    

lettuce leaves, keep refrigerated.  

    OATMEAL CRANBERRY WHITE CHOCOLATE       

  CHUNK COOKIES                                        

           Preheat oven to 350 degrees 

INGREDIENTS :                                                                       

2/3 Cup soft Butter or Margarine                 

2/3 Cup Brown Sugar                                                                               

2 Large Eggs                                                                                              

1 1/2 Cups Old Fashioned Oatmeal (not instant)                                      

1 1/2 Cups Flour / 1 tsp. Baking Soda / 1/2 tsp. Salt                      

1-6oz. Package Ocean Spray Cranberries                                          

2/3 Cup White Chocolate Chunks or Chips 

DIRECTIONS : 

Using an electric mixer, beat the Butter 

and Sugar together in a medium mixing 

bowl until light and fluffy.  Add the 

eggs, one at a time, mixing well after 

each addition.  In a separate bowl,  

combine the Oats, the Flour, Baking 

Soda and Salt, mix with a whisk.  Add to Butter mixture, 1 cup at a 

time, mixing well after each addition.  Stir in the Cranberries and 

the White Chocolate Chunks by hand with a mixing spoon.  Drop 

by rounded teaspoonfuls onto an  un-greased cookie sheet (I rec-

ommend parchment paper.)  Bake for 10-12 minutes or until gold-

en brown.  Cool on a wire rack.  Makes about 2 1/2 dozen cook-

ies.
